e Restrictions on availability of turbines will likely delay project time-line
e Appears to have support from State Congress
e State needs more offshore Information; need to know what data are available

e 2 large facilities in permitting process:

o Federally-listed and state-listed bird species of greatest concern: roseate terns and
piping plovers
