Awarded to Institutions of Higher Education,
Hospitals, and other Non-Profit Organizations
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Definitions:

1. What does CIAP mean by sub-grantee?

— Subgrantee means the government or other
lead entity to which a subgrant is awarded
and Is accountable to the grantee for use of
the funds awarded

— Subgrant means an award of financial
assistance under a grant by a grantee. Does
not include procurement purchases.
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2. What does CIAP mean by sub-contract?

— Sub-contract means a contract under a
Federal grant. Contracts should be used
whenever the principal purpose of the award
IS to acquire goods or services for the
government’'s own use.
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What does CIAP mean by subrecipient?

— A subrecipient (subcontractor or sub-grantee)
IS a third-party organization that receives
funding from a grantee to collaborate In
carrying out a CIAP project.
